 Writing Genre “Explanation Writing”.  Below I have typed up a piece on “How do 

Seeds Grow?” The order is jumbled up. Rewrite the explanation in the correct order. 

-After a few days, the stem begins to grow. As the stem grows thicker, leaves begin to 

grow. 

-Firstly, the seed cracks open and roots begin to grow. Roots suck water and nutrients 

from the soil. 

-After the flowers die, the cycle starts again from the new seeds. 

-Later, buds develop into flowers. The flowers drops seeds onto the  ground. 

Sometimes the wind even blows the seeds elsewhere. 

-Plants are living things. Most plants start from seeds. Plants need water, air and 

sunlight in order to grow. Plant seeds are usually buried in soil.

SPHE 

 

 The topic we will be looking at over the next few weeks is Resilience. This means 

being able to deal with, and recover from, the ups and downs of life. If you have 

resilience, it means you can bounce back after disappointments, failures, mistakes, 

and set-backs.  

 Examples of resilient plants and animals: Camels, cacti, emperor penguins, starfish. 

How do you think these are resilient? 

 Examples of resilient materials: plastic, rubber, stone. How are these resilient? 

 It is important to remember that feelings like anger, disappointment and sadness are 

all completely normal and part of life. We just don’t want to get stuck into these 

feelings for longer than is helpful for us.  

 The good news is that we can do things to build our resilience and make our minds 

strong and flexible.
